· Landlord has received a complaint that there is too much noise from my apartment.

· Landlord has significant concerns about the condition my rental unit.  (Examples:  Landlord has seen damage or received complaints about bad smells that could be related to garbage.)  
· Landlord thinks someone is living in my unit who is not named on the lease.

· The behavior of someone living in or visiting my unit is causing other tenants to complain.

· Landlord has seen something that is a violation of the lease.
